Please note the below assembly is only a guide, the kit is able to be
arranged in multiple different setups to suit your needs.

Before installing your LED lighting kit please test and make sure all items
are working correctly.

1. Connect the cigarette lead and battery clamps together, or just use
the cigarette lead to connect directly to a power outlet.

2. Connect the RF controller box to the end of the cigarette lead.

3. Connect a 2-way splitter from the end of the RF controller box.

4. Attach a 2.5m extension lead to each end of the 2-way splitter.

5. Connect your LED modules to each of the extension leads, and mount
where desired with silicon or the 3M tape on the back.

6. Attach the end caps on to the end of the LED module sequence.

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ASKED QUESTIONS

Q. Will my Boat Light Kit run from 110V / 240V power outlet?
A. Yes, you must first purchase a HARDKORR® transformer if you wish to power

your kit from 110V / 240V mains power.

Q. How does my Boat Light Kit go together?

A. For the first time installation we suggest you start from the battery clamps to
3m cigarette lead, then into the RF controller. From there you can configure the
lighting suit the area you want to light up.

Q. Are my lights waterproof?
A. Yes all lights and cables are waterproof, however the supplied remote is not.

Q. What do | do if my lights don’t work?

A. First make sure you have a charged 12V battery to run from. Next, please
try connecting a transformer to mains power. If you are still experiencing
difficulties after following these steps, please contact our customer service
team.

Q. What do | do if my controllers are not working properly?

A. First try holding down the minus speed button on your controller for ten
seconds to resync the controller with the reciever. If you are still experiencing
difficulties, please contact our customer service team.

Q. Why is there 3M tape on the back of the lights?
A. This is so you can fix light bars to any surface easily.

Q. Can | run these lights off a generator?
A. Yes, you can connect fo a generator using a HARDKORR® transformer
(purchased separately).

Q. What do | do if some lights work and some don’t?

A. You may have a faulty lead. Please check the light directly from the cigarette
lead or a transformer. If all lights are working, please test each cord between
the light and power until you find the faulty cord. If you are still experiencing
difficulties after following these steps, please contact our customer service
team.

Q. Where do | send back items that may need to be replaced under
warranty?

A. For warranty information and replacements please contact your place of
purchase.




HARDKORR WARRANTY POLICY

Our goods come with guarantees that cannot be excluded under the Australian Consumer
Law. You are entitled to a replacement or refund for a major failure and compensation for
any other reasonably foreseeable loss or damage. You are also entitled to have the goods
repaired or replaced if the goods fail to be of acceptable quality and the failure does not
amount to a major failure.

Hardkorr warrants that this product will be free from defects in material and workmanship for
two years. The warranty commences on the date of purchase by the original purchaser, and is
not transferable. To access the benefits of this warranty, you must retain your proof of purchase
and follow any other direction we reasonably give you (e.g. completing and returning your warranty card if applicable).

If you believe your Hardkorr product is defective, it must be returned to Hardkorr for inspection by our warranty claims
department. Hardkorr will not be liable for any charges you incur relating to installation, repair or removal of Hardkorr
products, nor for any costs incurred in returning the product to us.

To begin your warranty claim:

1. You must have a Return Authorization (RA) number. To get your RA number, please complete the form found on
our website and wait for the warranty team to contact you.
2. Once you have an RA number, you must arrange for the product must be shipped back to Hardkorr. The address

Please include a copy of your original proof of purchase.

If Hardkorr determines, at our sole discretion, that your product is defective in material or workmanship, we will honor
your warranty claim. We will determine whether the item is repaired or replaced.

cleaning products that contain any chemicals in the following list: Acetic Acid Aq., Acetone, Ammonium Carbonate Aq.,
Ammonium Chloride Aq., Benzene, Calcium Hypochlorite, Chloroform, Chromic Acid Aq., Ethyl Acetate, Ethylene, Glycol
Aq., Formaldehyde Aq., Citric Acid, Heptane, Hydrofluoric Acid Aq., Lubricating Oils (Petroleum), Methyl Ethyl Ketone,
Methyl Chloride, Mineral Oils, Oleic Acid, Ozone, Phosphoric Acid Aqg., Toluene, Turpentine, Zinc Chloride Aq.

Hardkorr will not approve any warranty claims for lighting products where we reasonably believe that
products have been exposed to any of these chemicals.
